1. The mandatory IEEE slides on patents/intellectual property were presented.

3. 525 PAR: The most recent deadline for board review was earlier this month, which we could not make. The group reviewed the scope and purpose, which will be used in the PAR.  Discussion occurred on whether the use of “insulated” in the scope is too restrictive. No, focus will still be on insulated conductors.  The group also discussed if the current 35 kV cut off should be changed. Group agreed that power cables above 35 kv are not included in this guide. The purpose will include a statement to this effect. Deb will make the changes agreed on and use for the PAR. Deb intends to submit the PAR before next meeting so an approved PAR will be available by the May meeting in Chicago.

c. 1185: Guide for Installation Methods for Generating Station Cables (Randy Clelland) This standard is also currently in balloting.
d. Brian will contact SA to see if we can get copies of 422, 576 and 1185 to post to our protected site. This will allow the WG to review and make sure we have no conflicts.
