· Alan Love – Recommended that typical fault clearing times published in Table 1, of the current standard should be revised.

· Keith Wallace – No progress on sections 5 and 7.

· Fred Randolph – Reviewed his comments with the working group. (Refer to the attached document)

· Alfred Flojo – Provided summary of section 8 changes. The changes were reviewed with the WG. (Refer to the attached document)

· Phil Atwater - Phil Atwater presented on “Temporary Protective Ground Cables-Inductive Reactance and Worker Exposure Voltage Study”. The key point is that during a fault situation, the maximum voltage is not only from the fault current but there is also a reactance component coming from the induces fields emanating from the TPG wire. Phil will work some of this new information for peer review and possibly inclusion.

· Section 5.2.2   “Typically, the current through the worker will be greater if energization occurs from the side opposite the TPG location. “


Proposed change: Typically, the current through the worker will be greater if the worker is between the TPG and the source. (For power point presentation refer to the attached document)

5. ASTM F 855 EMF test update - Marcia Eblen provided an update on ASTM F 855 working group meeting that took place at the same time as the IEEE meetings. The ASTM WG determined that only 2 labs in world could perform the test as written. ASTM is looking for 3rd alternative test regiment. Clay has proposed one possible alternative. Marcia feels that this will be added as a third regiment and not one in place of the first 2.
