Minutes of the IEEE NH Section Executive Committee Meeting

The Chairman called the meeting to order at 6:31 PM.

Don Sherwood motioned to approve the June 12, 2008, Meeting Minutes as corrected, Madeline Lowe seconded the motion and it passed.

Ravi Subrahmanyan motioned to accept the Treasurer’s Report, as corrected, Paul Krell seconded the motion and it passed.

Ravi Subrahmanyan motioned to add $300.00 to the budget for the Joint Com-Sig Chapter, Don Sherwood seconded the motion and it passed.

Action Items – Item 89 was closed as of 7/8. Item 96 was assigned to Jennifer Schelly.

Planning Calendar – Ending times were removed from the Ex Com meetings as they vary and rarely go until 8:00. All “Blake’s Family Res.” entries were changed to “Great Buffet”. The two July WIE activities were removed.
CNEC – Jim Anderson gave an update on CNEC Ex Com meeting on 6/24/2008. Due to conflicts between the CNEC Bylaws and the MGA Bylaws (which take precedence in the case of conflicts) the Region 1 Director said that the 2007 officers should remain in office until the status of CNEC is resolved. CNEC voted unanimously to discontinue the Reflector as the CNEC Newsletter and have it revert to the Boston Section Newsletter. CNEC voted unanimously to request the Region 1 Director to present to the MGA Board a request to dissolve CNEC. 
The tabled motion from last month, to poll the NH Section members needs to be changed. The motion will remain tabled until the results of the August MGA Board Meeting are known.

Chapter Elections – A discussion was held to hold Chapter Elections at the same time as the EXCOM elections. MTT, PE, Computer Chapters need new Chairs as the current chairs have served longer than the maximum two year terms. It was agreed that the scope of the Nominations Committee should be expanded accordingly. There was a discussion and questions on the possibility of write-in candidates. Jim Anderson will research the question as it is not covered in the Section Bylaws.
Old Business 

There was a discussion to allow the Banquet Speaker to sell books at the Annual Banquet and it was agreed to allow this.

Only 67 tickets for the Fisher Cats’ baseball game have been sold to date, while the Section is committed for 120 tickets. It was agreed that any remaining tickets will be donated to college students, Big Brother / Big Sister, the Scouts, etc.

New Business - There was a request to sell NH WIE tote bags at the Annual Banquet. It was agreed to allow this.
The next meeting will be held on August 14, 2008, at 6:00 PM, at the Great Buffet, in Manchester.
