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The creation of an Enterprise Architecture requires dedicated resources, or does it? At CT Corporation an Enterprise Architecture was developed using part time resources over a one year period. This architecture fulfilled the goals set out in the team's charter and covered the applications, functionality, and data that were embodied in the systems that run the business. This talk describes the approach taken to develop this architecture, its uses, and the remaining gaps in its development.
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James Cusick is a Software Engineering Manager at Wolters Kluwer. James manages software development in the Corporate Legal Services Division of this global publisher and is currently leading the B2B automation of legal filings with State government agencies. Additionally James conducts performance engineering analysis and chairs the division’s application architecture committee.

He has managed projects ranging from the upgrade of banking platforms, to the development of telecommunications software, to the evaluation of software development technologies, to software process engineering and CMM consulting.

James is the author of more than 30 papers and talks on Software Reliability, Object Technology, and Software Engineering Technology. He has also held positions as an Adjunct Assistant Professor at Columbia University’s Department of Computer Science and as an Instructor in Columbia’s Computer Technology and Applications Program where he taught Software Engineering.
