This talk will preview two papers to be presented at the upcoming International Conference on Software Engineering in Shanghai (ICSE 2006). First, the use of traditional free format text based requirements elicitation and documentation techniques will be compared with the use of Formal methods applied to a model-driven approach. The results of this approach as used on three disparate Siemens projects will be presented. As a separate topic, the impact of organizational structure on the requirements engineering aspects of global software development will be discussed as observed on over 10 projects of varying size.
