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ABSTRACT:  Automated modulation classification is an important technique in the future software defined radio applications to automatically select the modulation scheme in order to maximize the capacity of data transmission and minimize interferences. In non-cooperative communication cases, the transmitter will not handshake with the receiver and the latter has to detect the modulation scheme blindly using automated modulation recognition methods. This presentation reviews overall modulation recognition approaches, analyzes the relationships between various implementations, and discusses challenges for future research in the software-defined radio applications.
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
