With the growth of global economics, it’s critical for professionals to continually assess and identify career opportunities. The most valuable avenue for discovering career opportunities is via Professional Networking. Unfortunately, networking is often viewed by busy professionals as some thing they don’t have time for as well as some thing that can be deferred to a later time, such as when they’re unemployed. However, successful networking is an ongoing self improvement process of digging the well before you need it. This talk will outline the strategies, tactics and tools such as LinkedIn for successful professional networking. We will also review case studies of networking best practices.
