Abstract

The design of wireless products relies on good understanding of electromagnetic principles. In this talk, we shall discuss several applications of using electromagnetic principles to understand the EMC/EMI issues in wireless products design/certifications. Specific topics include 1) radiation emission from wireless handset to human subject model, 2) multi-antenna radiation emission from wireless handset to human subject models, 3) extraction of electrical parameters for PCB products, and 4) potential EMC/EMI issues for future wireless telemetry systems.
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Ji Chen received the Bachelor’s degree from Huazhong University of Science and Technology, Wuhan, Hubei, China, the Master’s degree from McMaster University, Hamilton, ON, Canada, in 1994, and the Ph.D. degree from the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign in 1998, all in electrical engineering. He is currently an Associate Professor with the Department of Electrical and Computer Engineering, University of Houston, Houston, TX. Dr. Chen has received an outstanding teaching award and outstanding junior faculty research award from the College of Engineering at the University of Houston. He is also the recipient of ORISE fellowship in 2007. His research group also received the best student paper award at the IEEE EMC Symposium 2005 and the best paper award from the IEEE APMC conference in 2008.
