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Mobility Management for Next Generation Wireless Internet

Abstract

In this talk, Dr. Ashutosh Dutta will provide a taxonomy of the next generation mobility management protocols for the wireless Internet as being evolved within the IETF (Internet Engineering Task Force). Ashutosh will provide a few deployment scenarios to illustrate some of the optimization issues for these mobility protocols as the mobile user is subjected to intra-domain and inter-domain handoff. He will then introduce a formal mobility model based on the abstract functions of the handoff event that can be used to evaluate and predict the performance of these mobility protocols and associated behavioral characteristics under any deployment scenario. This model could be a useful tool for the wireless service providers who can design a specific mobility protocol and relevant optimization technique based on its resource constraints.
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Ashutosh Dutta is a senior member of the IEEE and the ACM. Ashutosh currently works as a senior scientist at Niksun Innovation Center in Princeton, New Jersey. Most recently he worked as the senior scientist and project manager in Telcordia Technology's Applied Research, Piscataway, NJ for 13 years. Prior to joining Telcordia, Ashutosh was the Director of Central Research Facilities at Columbia University, from 1989 to 1997, and worked as a computer engineer with TATAs (Telco), India, from 1985 to 1987. As a senior scientist and project manager at Telcordia Applied Research, Ashutosh led commercial and government projects as the principal investigator (PI), co-principal investigator (Co-PI) and technical lead. As technical director, Ashutosh led the IT operations at Computer Science Department at Columbia University. He is the past Chair of IEEE’s Princeton/Central Jersey Section and currently serves as the Industry Relations Chair for IEEE Region 1 and IEEE MGA (Membership Geographic Activities), and is the public visibility chair for the IEEE Communication Society.  Ashutosh has served as TPC co-chair and general co-chair for IEEE Sarnoff Symposium, IEEE IMSAA and organizing committee member for ACM Multimedia, ACM Mobicom and served as TPC member for many IEEE and ACM conferences. He serves as the associate technical editor for IEEE Communication Magazine. Ashutosh was awarded Telcordia CEO awards, 2005 PCJS leadership award, 2009 IEEE Region 1 leadership award and IEEE MGA leadership award for 2009.

Ashutosh obtained BS in EE from NIT Rourkela, India, MS in Computer Science from NJIT, M. Phil. and Ph.D. in Electrical Engineering from Columbia University, New York.
