We know passengers are expected to switch off their cell phones while the cabin doors are locked in a plane. Yet many airline operators are eager to offer cell phone services onboard aircrafts to enhance their revenues. In fact, some airlines were offering WiFi service until Dec 2006.
FCC has ruled out allowing cell phone service on airplanes for now and yet, the EU has approved such service. In fact, the first cell phone service on aircrafts is expected in less than a year.

We know cell phone coverage from terrestrial systems is not expected on aircrafts at their normal flight altitudes and yet we have heard reports of people being able to use their cell phones from aircrafts.
This talk will address these apparently conflicting issues. It will provide guidelines on when cell phone use on airplanes may be safe. It will also provide highlights of the challenges for providing the service. Finally, it will provide architecture options for technically feasible solutions.
