About the program
Long term partnerships between volunteer STEM professionals and school teachers are created and supported – bringing the knowledge and expertise of people who live and breathe STEM together with the teaching expertise of teachers to enrich student learning. 

The program is Australia's leading STEM education volunteering program and provides an opportunity for business and individuals to contribute to the community through STEM education. It provides individual matching of partnerships for you, your school or business, supported by a national team. 

You can be partnered with teachers from Pre-primary to Year 12, in both public and private schools. There are currently over 60 teachers available at schools all over WA, and there is  a high demand for STEM professionals who can assist teachers with the Digital Technology curriculum – robotics, electronics, coding, Arduinos, AI, VR, and the like. Teachers are looking for support and expert knowledge to develop activities and lessons with contemporary and current content. Many IEEE members would have skill sets, experiences and knowledge that would be a huge asset to teachers in our schools.

- Provides STEM professionals with the opportunity to share their skills, experience and professional knowledge of their chosen STEM discipline

- Contributes to the professional learning of today’s teachers by bringing STEM industry experiences of critical thinking and problem solving skills into the classroom

The amount of time you commit to the partnership is negotiated between you and your teacher partner. On average partnerships run an activity once or twice a term, but some partnerships work together just once a year and other partnerships interact on a weekly basis – it’s entirely up to you.

A local project officer is available for support and advice throughout your partnership.
