The meeting was called to order at 6:06 p.m. by Robert Voss, Chair of the Akron-Canton Section of IEEE.

1. Introductions

As everyone present was acquainted with one another, introductions were not made.

2. Minutes of Last Executive Committee Meeting (Dean Philips)
The minutes of the January 2013 Executive Committee Meeting were mailed out with the February Meeting announcement and copies were presented to anyone that needed such at the meeting.

A quorum was not present for the February 2013 Executive Committee Meeting so no business was conducted.

The minutes of the March 2013 Executive Committee Meeting were mailed out with the April Meeting announcement and copies were presented to anyone that needed such at the meeting.

Rick noted that Bob Osterhout’s name was mistyped on page 2 of the March Executive Committee Meeting Minutes.

Motion to approve the January 2013 & March 2013 Executive Committee Meeting Minutes, as amended, by Richard Buchanan; second by Robert Osterhout; motion passed.
3. Treasurer’s Report (Rick Buchanan)
The March 2013 Treasurer’s Reports was mailed out for the April Executive Committee Meeting.  Copies were also presented to anyone that needed such at the meeting.
Highlights of the report discussed were:

· March PES Meeting netted a $9.10 income for the Section.
· There was discussion on the Canton E-Week Banquet.  The Section charged $20 for the dinner, the cost to the Section was $25 per person.  For the approximately 24 IEEE attendees the section cost was approximately $120.
· Rick noted we are still carrying a number of outstanding, un-cashed checks, one from last year.  Next month Rick will we dropping the oldest of these as an outstanding obligation.
· There were four $50 awards presented at the Western Reserve Science Fair.  Four members were present to judge.

· Rick noted he has updated the budget for the year to reflect a $500 PACE expense, and $500 PACE income, as requested at the last meeting.
Motion to approve the January 2013 & February 2013 Treasurer’s Report by Dean Philips; second by Robert Osterhout; motion passed.
4. Website (Shannon)
The web site needs to be updated to reflect the upcoming meetings; including the April 24 Joint meeting; Ohio Light Opera Meeting; and Cleveland IEEE Meeting.  Rick Buchanan will be sending out an announcement this week on the Ohio Light Opera.

8. IAS (Rick Buchanan)
Rick Buchanan noted that IEEE and CRSPE will be co-hosting a meeting at the Akron/Canton Airport on April 23, with CRSPE taking the lead.  
9. PACE (Bob Osterhout)
Bob Osterhout is finalizing plans on a Senior Membership Advancement Workshop as his preferred venue has become unavailable for the meeting date.  Bob has line up 5-6 applicants and 5-7 volunteers to review the applications and make nominations for the applicants.
After discussion it was recommended that Bob look at a local hotel for the meeting (Hampton Inn, Stow).  The cost of the hotel meeting room will be $100, breakfasts for the volunteers, and $5 breakfasts (approximately $6 cost to the Section) for the applicants.  

Motion to approve the estimated $150 expense for the meeting room, covering the costs of breakfasts for the volunteers, and subsidy of breakfasts cost for applicants by Robert Osterhout, second by Dean Philips; motion passed.
The membership upgrade meeting will be submitted as a PACE event for partial reimbursement.
10. Membership (Dean Philips)
No report.
The board meeting recessed at 6:34 pm for dinner and resumed at 6:43 pm.

11. ACESS (Bob Osterhout)
Bob reported that the Goodyear Science Day was full, and could not accommodate a booth for IEEE.

The ACESS Presidents and Advisors Meeting, with Sheila King as speaker, will be April 18, at the University of Akron.  Robert Voss is planning on attending.

The ACESS Summer Picnic, for ACESS delegates and board members, will be August 4 at Brent Sisler’s.

ACESS is asking “What would IEEE like to see from ACESS?”

· ACESS used to provide a number of office services, filing, mailing, etc.
· ACESS offers two meetings per year, the ACESS Banquet (November) and Joint Societies Meeting (January – March), that many of the member societies use as a piggy-back meeting.  More consistency in the dates for the Joint Societies Meeting would be appreciated.
· Still discussion on if IEEE should work with ACESS on STEM activities.

· What could ACESS do to help revitalize societies?  Use STEM projects?  Best practices studies?

Bob Osterhout takes over as the president of ACESS in July 2013.
12. CJEC (Richard Buchanan)
CJEC met with Stark State faculty today to review how CJEC and Stark State can help each other.
CJEC’s two major goals are scholarship programs and the Engineers Week Program.  For next year’s Engineers Week Program CJEC is brining in the ODOT District 4 Deputy Director to talk about infrastructure issues.  Speaker ideas for Engineers Week are generated through a brainstorming process.
