5. Robot Challenge:

After discussion, the Executive Board came to the following decisions about the next Robot Challenge:

1. A free robot will be offered only to new schools that are participating.  Schools that have participated in the past will not be entitled to a free robot.  The free robot was offered as an incentive for schools to participate.

2. A free robot will be offered only to schools in the Region 2 geographic area.  

3. The number of free robots was originally 3-4, and has gone to 10.  Ten is too large a number for the budget.  The number of free robots will be determined by a future Executive Board meeting.
