Summary

Nuclear power has gone through a resurgence in recent years, improving its economic outlook through higher reliability.  As the industry has matured, so has its workforce.  New operators and engineers are needed at the 100 currently-operating nuclear power plants, and training this influx of workers will prove a challenge for the next 10 years.

Additionally, 27 license applications are with the NRC for new nuclear power plants.  These plants build on lessons learned from the current generation of power plants.   Building a qualified workforce for these plants will provide additional opportunities.
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This talk will touch on Nuclear Power Plant technology, Operator Training and Control Room Simulation.   A tour of the TMI Control Room Simulator will be provided.
