High definition video is a disruptive technology requiring complex integration of advanced technologies in image capture, compression, transmission, storage, and retrieval.  Within the video surveillance market, this disruption has required companies like Bosch Security Systems to create entirely new system solutions and adapt quickly to unforeseen market needs. This talk will focus on the technical changes required to adopt this disruptive technology and how Bosch Security Systems has addressed them. 
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David Katz  is an alumnus of Penn State Harrisburg receiving his master’s in engineering in 1997.  Since that time, he has held various engineering positions at the Milton S. Hershey Medical Center, Sechan Electronics, Philips Communication, Security and Imaging, and Bosch Security Systems.  He is presently the Technology Manager for Bosch Security Systems in Lancaster, PA, responsible for defining and managing the technology strategy and roadmap.
