Over the past forty years, the artificial heart and heart assist devices have moved from the drawing board and experimental laboratory to common clinical application in many modern hospitals.  These devices are commonly used as a bridge to recovery or transplantation and most recently as permanent therapy.  Penn State has been a leader in the field with over forty years of device development and application.  A brief history of the development of devices from throughout the world will be followed by an explanation of clinically available devices and future directions for research.
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Directions

The entrance to Penn State Harrisburg is located on PA 230, west of Middletown.  Proceed to the large parking lot behind the Olmsted Building.
