The National Radio Astronomy Observatory (NRAO) is one of the world's
premier research facilities for radio astronomy. NRAO operates powerful,
advanced radio telescopes spanning the western hemisphere. Scientists from
around the world use these instruments to probe fundamental questions in
astronomy and physics.

NRAO's Central Development Laboratory (CDL) is responsible for many advanced
NRAO project developments. In addition, the CDL produces components for NRAO
systems to support observational radio astronomy. Some of these components,
such as amplifiers and mixers, are unique designs featuring cryogenic
operation.

Current CDL focus 1is concentrated on ALMA -- the Atacama Large Millimeter
Array. The lab's primary areas of activity include:

HFET amplifiers for frequencies from <75 MHz to 116 GHz
SIS mixers for frequencies from 68 GHz to 300 GHz

LO Multipliers for generating local oscillator power
Electromagnetic components such as feeds and polarizers
Digital Spectrometers
