Self-
authenticating content utilized Content-Centric Security (CCS), a proprietary means to 
embed data and logical content within content that securely binds files with embedded 
crypto elements. CCS substantially simplifies existing authentication methodologies 
through a novel solution to cope with growing privacy concerns, amounts and types of 
digital content, the number of people and assigned trust levels of those participating, and 
the variety of devices required to support “Security to the Edge” strategies, including; 
security management infrastructure, trusting the edge, secure mobility, enterprise health, 
and especially assured information sharing. 
 
David  has twenty-five years experience introducing new products and 
working with early stage companies ranging from the introduction of the Xerox 
Memorywriter, one of the first desktop publishing devices, to a $30 million office tower. 
Currently David is the President of Global Uni-Docs Corporations, a seed stage 
company that is in development of a disruptive software technology that enables digital 
content to self-authenticate against people, devices and events in order to enforce 
compliance, raise the standard of care, and reduce uncertainty for product life-cycle 
events.

Speaker: Dr. David Root, Principal Research Scienti st, Agilent Technologies 
 (Santa Rosa, CA) 
 
Program Summary: This lecture introduces general concepts and specific techniques 
for effective (efficient, general, and accurate) nonlinear behavioral modeling of 
microwave semiconductor devices and functional circuit blocks. A behavioral model is a 
simplified but accurate model of a lower-level component in the design hierarchy that 
simulates efficiently at the next higher level of abstraction. A unified treatment at both the 
device and functional block level is a distinguishing feature of this presentation. So too is 
the application to behavioral models constructed from real measurements and also from 
simulations starting from a detailed (complex) model. The emphasis is placed on the 
combination of nonlinearity and dynamics. Nonlinearity includes harmonic and inter-
modulation distortion, clipping, etc. Dynamics includes frequency-dependence and long-
term memory effects from a variety of physical origins. In the realm of dynamic 
nonlinearities, insight from linear analysis cannot always be applied. Superposition is not 
generally valid, the Fourier domain is less useful, and Green functions don't exist. No 
fully general or overarching theories of nonlinear dynamical systems exist that are 
comparable to what exists for linear systems. Nevertheless, great progress has been 
made recently in nonlinear behavioral modeling. In fact, this lecture suggests we are at 
the threshold for full interoperability of large-signal measurement systems, modeling 
approaches, and simulation algorithms for nonlinear hierarchical behavioral modeling. 
This means we can begin to do for driven nonlinear microwave systems what small-
signal S-parameters enable for linear systems. 
 
David E. Root  (IEEE M’89-SM’01-F’02) received B.S. degrees in physics and 
mathematics, and, in 1986, the Ph.D. degree in physics, all from MIT, Cambridge, MA, 
USA. He joined the Microwave Technology Center of Hewlett-Packard Company (now 
Agilent Technologies, Inc.), Santa Rosa, CA in 1985. He originated and co-developed 
the HPFET family of measurement-based transistor and diode models (“Root models”). 
He has twice managed the Computer Aided Engineering, Modeling, and Advanced 
Characterization Group of the Microwave Technology Center, where he led the 
establishment of capabilities including characterization and modeling with advanced 

pulsed bias, pulsed S-parameters, and nonlinear vector network analyzer instruments for 
proprietary R&D. He managed and co-developed the Agilent HBT compact model for III-
V heterojunction bipolar transistors. He is presently Principal Research Scientist at 
Agilent’s High Frequency Technology Center in Santa Rosa. His current responsibilities 
include nonlinear behavioral and device modeling, large-signal simulation, and nonlinear 
measurements for new technical capabilities and business opportunities.  
 
Dr. Root was a Visiting Scholar and Lecturer at the University of California at San Diego 
(UCSD) for the fall, 2005 quarter. He was Guest Editor of IEEE Transactions on 
Microwave Theory and Techniques Mini-Special Issue on Large-Signal Characterization 
and Modeling of Nonlinear Analog Device, Circuits, and Systems, Vol. 54, No. 8, August, 
2006. Dr. Root is a member of the IEEE MTT-S Committee on CAD (MTT-1) and the 
Technical Program Committee of the International Microwave Symposium. He is a 
reviewer for the IEEE Transactions on Microwave Theory and Techniques. He is co-
editor of the recent book "Fundamentals of Nonlinear Behavioral Modeling for RF and 
Microwave Design," Artech House, 2005. He is a Fellow of the IEEE.
