Life Member Chapter Formation Details

Life Member (LM) Chapters are required to maintain a membership of at last six (6) members and
hold a minimum of two programs per year, or to maintain alevel of activity acceptable to the
Regiona Life Member Coordinator.

Thefirst step isto obtain alife member to act as the organizer for the Chapter and to obtain at |east
the minimum number of life members to sign on and be willing to participate in assisting the Section
with possible life member activities. A Chair and a Vice Chair are the (minimum complement of)
officers of the Chapter. For particular planned activities, additional volunteer leaders need to be
identified.

Funding for forming LM Chaptersis provided by |IEEE Life Member Committee through the LM

Chapter Coordinator.

#  All expenses exceeding $150 must be approved by the LM Chapter Co-ordinator and submitted
to the IEEE Regional Activities Department.

# Chapter activity expenses are not specificaly defined but can be submitted as a project for
approval. However the guidelines for LM Chapter operation have project proposa forms which
require an annual Project Plan and Financing Request approved by the LM Chapter Chair,
Regiona LM Chapter Chair and Regional Director.
