1. Call to order

The Region 10 (R10) Annual Meeting was held from 0830 to 1700, on Saturday, 24th of March 2007 and from 0900-1230 on Sunday, 25 March 2007 at the Nexus Karambunai Resort, Sabah, Malaysia. The Director, Janina Mazierska, called the meeting to order at 0830 on 24th of March 2007.
2. Roll Call and Adoption of Agenda

R10 Secretary, Marzuki Khalid, made the roll call immediately after the Director opened the meeting.

Region 10 Director, Janina Mazierska, gave her welcome address and presented her vision for Region 10 over the next two years of her directorship. She gave some goals that she would like R10 to accomplish within the next few years.

IEEE President-Elect, Lewis Terman, made a presentation on IEEE Organization. The presentation lasted for 15 minutes.

Vice President for TAB, Peter Staecker, made a presentation on IEEE Technical Activities Board.
6. Presentation on IEEE Regional Activities Board by RAB Vice-President, Pedro Ray

Vice President for RAB, Pedro Ray, made a presentation on the importance of Regional Activities Board. 
7. Presentation on IEEE Foundation by IEEE Foundation Chair, Richard Gowen
The IEEE Foundation Chair, Richard Gowen, described the activities of IEEE Foundation. He also touched on how to organize IEEE activities and to apply for grants. 

8. Presentation on Robert Rules by Akinori Nishihara
R10 By-Laws/Operations Manual Coordinator, Akinori Nishihara described Robert Rules for delegates to understand and practice on rules to conduct meetings.
The Meeting broke up for coffee break. In addition, posters on activities were displayed by the Sections that were given section support via regions (SSVR) grants. This was coordinated by Miki Yamamoto.

R10 Secretary, Marzuki Khalid, called upon the approval of the Minutes of 2006 IEEE R10 Meeting held in Chiang Mai, Thailand on 26th and 27th of March 2006. The minutes was proposed for approval by Past Director, Seiichi Takeuchi, and seconded by Hirohisa Gambe. 

12. Report on 2007 R10 Excomm Meeting in Perth, Australia

R10 Secretary, Marzuki Khalid, presented a report on the 2007 R10 Excom Meeting held in Perth, Australia on the Sat, 6th of January 2007.

13. Presentation of IEEE R10 2007 Budget

IEEE R10 Treasurer, Takatoshi Minami, presented the projected estimates of 2007 IEEE R10 budget. This is shown as in Appendix 3. Earlier, the IEEE R10 Past Treasurer Dr. Hirohisa Gambe presented the 2006 IEEE R10 Financial Report as given in Appendix 4.

The Meeting broke for Tea at 1500 until 1520 and also poster sessions on SSVR recipients resumed. The meeting resumed at 1545.
16. Section’s Reporting to HQ

Fanny Su, of IEEE Asia Pacific Operations, provided a short summary of sections that had submitted required reports to HQ.

17. Region 10 Forum and Discussion

Region 10 Director, Janina Mazierska, chaired this final session of the 1st Day Agenda. She opened up questions to R10 Section Chairs and representatives if they had any questions regarding the operations of R10 and IEEE at the headquarters level. They were a few exchanges of opinions and most queries are just operational matters and were answered by the Director herself. 

The Meeting was adjourned at 1635 for the official dinner.
The Meeting resumed on the 25th of March for the executive agenda and delegates took their seats by 0845.

18. Roll Call for Executive Agenda

R10 Secretary, Marzuki Khalid, made the roll call at 0845 for Day 2 of the R10 Meeting and a quorum was in order.

19. Rectification of 2007 Region 10 Budget

A motion to approve the 2006 Budget Report (as shown in Appendix 4) proposed by Takatoshi Minami and this was seconded by Seiichi Takeuchi, the Past R10 Director. Motion was unanimously approved. Another motion to approve the 2007 R10 Budget Proposal (similar to Appendix 3) was proposed by Takatoshi Minami. This motion was seconded by Seiichi Takeuchi and again unanimously approved by the delegates.
20. Rectification of 2007 Region 10 Programs

Marzuki moved a motion to approve the 2007 R10 Programs as proposed by the R10 Excom. This motion was seconded by Janina Mazierska and unanimously approved by the delegates.

21. Proposal to Change of By Laws

A. Janina Mazierska proposed a motion that the 20 days notification of the annual budget of expected income and expenditures which are to be prepared by the Treasurer and to be approved by the Director to be waived. No discussion was made on this motion. The motion was unanimously approved at the Meeting.
B. 
Janina Mazierska moved another motion to change R10 Bylaws to the following “It shall comprise Asia, Australia, New Zealand and related islands.” Keith Kikkert of Australia Council queried on the status of Asia-Pacific Islands. Anthony Lobo of India informed the Meeting that the composition of IEEE Region 10 should ideally include the Middle East and Gulf countries since they have always been considered an integral part of Asia, similarly the CIS countries east of the Ural mountains. However, Janina clarified that Middle East is part of Region 8. Arek Dadej wanted the clause to be left as it is. Gupta of Delhi supported the motion. The motion to change the clause was voted in by the delegates unanimously. 
C.
Janina Mazierska moved another motion to change Bylaws (9.1) “an Annual budget of expected income and expenditures shall by prepared by the Treasurer, approved by the Director and then approved by the Regional Committee”. Madras Section Chair did not agree with the motion. And requested to amend the motion to “to endorse by the Director and approved by the Regional Committee”. Singapore Section Chair, Lalit, proposed to be “discussed by the Executive Committee”. Madras Section Chair again proposed to change as follows “to be discussed by the Regional Committee and approve by the Director”. Graeme Gwilliams proposed to as “to approve by Regional Committee and endorsed by the Director”. Finally, Janina wishes to withdraw the motion.

22. Formation of IEEE China Council

Prof. M. Zhou presented on the status of IEEE activities in China. There are currently 7 IEEE Sections established in China which are: Beijing, Shanghai, Xian, Chengdu, Harbin, Nanjing and Wuhan. Seven new sections are still under petition, they are: Guangzhou, Shenzhen, Hangzhou, Tianjin, Shandong, Kunming, Chongqing.

A motion was moved to approve the formation of the China Council. This was seconded by Seiichi Takeuchi. On discussions, Gupta of Delhi Section asked what is the objective of a Council as there is no budget. Janina Maizerska answered Councils exist at the pleasure of the Sections. All budgets for Councils are provided by the Sections. Akinori Nishihara informed that in forming a Council in any IEEE Region, only Regional Director needs to approve it, there is no need to seek approval from the Regional Committee (RC). Motion changed to “support the formation of the China Council by the R10 Regional Committee”. Regional Committee unanimously supported the motion.

23. Report on TENCON2006 (Hong Kong)
The Hong Kong Section Chair presented a report on the last TENCON Conference held in Hong Kong.
There were a total of 524 registered papers in TENCON 2006 and a total of 506 registrations (253 full registration and 253 students registration). Overall the Conference was a success and some profit is expected. Full budgetary report will be provided to the Regional Conference Coordinator and Treasurer.
24. Presentations on Future TENCONs

A Presentation on TENCON 2007 was made by the Taipei/Tainan Sections. TENCON 2007 to be held in Taipei from Oct. 30 to Nov. 2, 2007 at Taipei International Convention Center. Deadline for paper submission by 1st May 2007.

A presentation on TENCON 2010 was made by the Fukuoka Section Chair followed by the Indonesian Representative (Wahidin Wahab) for TENCON2011 in Indonesia.
25. Presentations on “Certification Programs”

IEEE Secretary, Celia Desmond, make a short presentation on “Certification Programs”
The Meeting broke for coffee at 1010 until 1030AM. Meeting resumed at 1030AM.
26. Leadership Training Workshop

A leadership training workshop entitled “How to Make Your Section an Award Winning One” was coordinated by Y.W. Liu. Among the presenters were: M. Apter, P. Ray, J. Vig, Peter Staecker, C. Desmond, and W. Gruver from Head Quarters and M. Evans, L.Wong, Singapore Section Chair, and Islamabad Section Chair from Region 10. Among the contents of the Workshop are first presentations by identified speakers, followed by a strategic planning session and presentations. Delegates were divided into 8 groups and reports from these 8 groups were given to Y.W. Liu for feedback to R10.
27. New Business

R10 Secretary, M. Khalid, opened up the New Business or Other Matters agenda. There was no new business touched upon by the delegates.
28. Adjournment of R10 Annual Meeting

Region 10 Director, Janina Mazierska, closed the R10 Annual Meeting in Sabah at 1240PM,
