In November 2002, the IEEE Board of Directors approved changes to IEEE Bylaw I-104.4, relating to Member grade qualifications and I-104.10 on the IEEE REP list. 
1) The REP list is being modified to a two-component list, of educational institutions worldwide and of technical areas or fields; more individuals applying for membership will qualify automatically for full Member grade, as well as for graduating students who are automatically elevated to higher-grade membership
2)  With this new REP list process, if the educational institution is included on the REP institution list and the program is included on the REP technical areas (IEEE designated fields) list, the applicant is assigned “Member” grade.
3)  We are requesting your Section’s help to update the educational institutions in your area.  It is very important for the membership development in your Section to have all relevant professional educational institutions included in the REP list in your area.

· The current list of IEEE designated fields (technical areas) included in the REP list.
