B.2 Professional and Continuing Education Activities  

The Execom met with IIEE and IECEP presidents and we agreed to renew our Memorandum of  Agreements with the respective organizations. As one outcome of the discussions, the IIEE invited the Section Chair to their Annual Convention. The Chair presented the Keynote Address on the effects of ICT and Globalization to IIEE and its members and what IIEE can do to harness these forces to its advantage.

Ateneo de Manila University made available to IEEE members, seats to the VLSI Training Workshop held last December 2002.

This was in preparation for their joining the open design contest and the mobot race contest. We also held several meetings of organization, management and documentation workshops for instructors and some students for prospective MDC entrants. The MDC Contest proper was conducted and awards given to the winners.

As part of the academe and industry linkage activities, the executive committee and faculty representatives held a brainstorming and planning session to see where we are with respect to present plans and capabilities. 

This also helped the founding of the student branch of the Mapua Institute of Technology.  

As part of the discussions, the Section also provided the awards for the winning papers in the nationwide National Electronics and Communications Engineering (ECE) Conference held in November 2002. We were pushing for the schools to become proficient in writing and presenting technical papers so that they can submit more papers for international conferences. Most if not all the papers in the conference utilized the IEEE technical papers format.
