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PART  A  -  SECTION SUMMARY

A.1  Executive Summary
· IEEE Delhi Section, formed as a full-fledged Section in 1976 (after being a Sub-section since 1974), is one of the ten Sections of the India Council. With its geographical area covering almost the entire part of northern India it is headquartered at Delhi, the capital city of the country. The Annual General Meeting of Delhi Section for the year 2003 was held on January 19, 2003 at India International Centre, New Delhi. I was elected as the Section Chairman in this AGM for the year 2003. During the year 2002, for which this report is presented, a total of 56 activities in all were organized by the Delhi Section along with its Chapters and other Institutions. List of the activities is given at ANNEXURE – I. It is seen from there that there were 18 Technical, 3 Educational and 4 Professional events, besides other Administrative events. In this year Section hosted as many as 4 Distinguished Lecturers, 2 from IAS and 2 from PES. With the help of them a tutorial and a workshop, each of duration two days, were arranged that were well attended.

The section membership was 2082 in end-December 2002 with the strength of Senior Members as 140 and that of students as 803, all time high values for the Section. In the current year effort continues for advancement of eligible Members to Senior Member and Fellow grades.

The Section was represented in Region 10 Committee Meeting by Chair, Region 10 Student Congress by Students and Educational Activities Standing Committee Chair, Section Congress by Chair and Secretary, Summer Power Meeting and Region 10 PES Chapter Chairs' Meeting by PES-IAS Chapter Chair, CAS Meeting by CAS-CS Chapter Chair. 

A.2  Financial Report 

· Financial Report of the Delhi Section for the year 2002 is placed at ANNEXURE-II. Section had an opening balance of Indian Rupees, INR 390,935 (as rounded-off). Total receipts during the year were INR 704,323 including the rebate of INR 489,521 received from IEEE. On the disbursement side total amounted to INR 558,851. Thus the net closing balance was INR 536,407.

PART  B  -  ORGANIZATIONAL ACTIVITIES

B.1 Membership Development Programs

· Effort in Membership Development - Section continued with membership drive during the year 2002 that resulted in crossing the figure of 2000. The strength of Senior Members rose to 140. In the current year effort continues for recruitment as well as advancement of eligible Members to Senior Member and Fellow grades.
· Evidence of retention of members - While most of the Members retained their membership, few left the area, thus were not covered within the Section. With the increase in strength of various Society Chapters too, it is clear that more and more Members are having affiliation to one or more Societies.

· GOLD Activity - Though it is yet to gather momentum, at the Society Chapter level, namely, through PES-IAS Chapter with the inclusion of GOLD Member in the Executive Committee, works at the volunteer level are being shared to a great extent along with Student Members, as experienced in a number of daylong events.

B.2 Professional and Continuing Education Activities

· In the year 2002, four Professional activities were held, one in honor of PES-IAS Chapter founder-Chair Prof. B.P.Singh in the area of Energy, one in the area of Electro-Magnetic Compatibly and the remaining two in the area of Communications. 

B.3 Recognized Educational Programs
· During the year three such activities were held. Out of these one was on application of new technology in power system, one in the area of power electronics and drives, while the last was related to inauguration of PES Student Chapter under IEEE Student Branch in Jamia Millia Islamia vis-à-vis addressing of Students by PES Distinguished Lecturer and North-American Regional Representative on the benefits of joining and continuing as Member of IEEE and PES.

B.4 Students Activities 

· Delhi College of Engineering, NSIT and Jamia Milia Islamia Student Branches organized their Annual All India Technical Events, involving design contest, quiz, exhibition, etc. in the year 2002. Action  was initiated for the formation of new Student Branches at four institutions, out of which one at Amity School of Engineering & Technology was inaugurated early this year.

B.5  E-mail and Newsletter Activities, Home Page

· Delhi Section is already having its Web-site since 1998. The same is being regularly updated by Section’s Electronic Communications Coordinator and details like, Section Executive Committee, technical and other programs, activities of Section may be obtained from Section’s Web-site at http://www.ewh.ieee.org/r10/delhi. With growing membership, Section is more and more depending on electronic communications for effective dissemination of information. · All the five Chapters of the Section were very active and they carried out activities alone or along with the Section.

PART  C  -  GOALS  AND  PLANS

C.1  Goals

· Organizing lectures on topics of interests

· Further growth of IEEE membership beyond 2000 level and also enhancing the number of Senior Members and Fellows

· Starting New Student Branches and enhancing Student Activities

C.2  Detailed Implementation Plans

· With the available experts in the areas of power, energy, computer, communications, electronics, controls, circuits and systems, engineering management, etc. it is proposed to have regular evening lectures and panel discussions for the dissemination of knowledge to Members and others as well. For this assistance of sister institutions would also be taken. Utilizing the services of IEEE Distinguished Lecturers belonging to PES, IAS, Computer Society, ComSoc, etc. tutorials, daylong seminars are contemplated. Membership Development drives for recruitment, advancement of status to Senior Membership would be continuing with the searching of eligible Members of the Section and recommending through Section and / or its corresponding Society Chapters. At the same time Student Branches are being provided financial assistance to carry out their activities. 

C.3  Budget

· With the plans already made, annual expenditure is expected to be about INR 500,000 against a commensurate receipt of about INR 500,000.

PART  D   -  OTHERS

D.1  Relationship with National Societies

· At present a number of activities are being organized jointly with the local entities of the Institution of Electrical Engineers (UK), Institution of Electronics & Telecommunication Engineers (India) and Institution of Engineers (India), Computer Society of India, etc. It is proposed to continue the same in future also.

D.2  Special Events

· 3-day IEEE India Conference on Personal Wireless Communication (ICPWC-2002) was organized this time in Delhi by the ComSoc Chapter along with other entities. Corporate Members as well as Student Members attended the same in large number. 

PES Student Chapter under IEEE Student Branch at Jamia Millia Islamia was inaugurated by PES Region Representative of North America, which followed his address to students on benefits of joining IEEE vis-à-vis PES, and 6th Edison Memorial Lecture in the evening on High Reliability Power System Design.

With high level of participation from industry, 2-day course in the emerging area of Flexible AC Transmission Systems was conducted for the benefit of Members and other Engineers as well. 

D.3  Problems to be Anticipated

· With financial stability to some extent for the Section no problem is anticipated in organizing the events for the benefit of Members in general. However, due to increase in membership fee for Student Members, lower growth in strength is anticipated.
