SECTION  REPORT (SUMMARY) – YEAR 2002
Despite disturbances in the State, the IEEE Gujarat Section organized 7 Seminars and sponsored one major students’ technical festival and approximately 40 talks delivered by the students during the year 2002.

Seminars, including those organized under the aegis of the R-10 Educational Activities Committee were held between June and November 2002 alternately at Ahmedabad/ Gandhinagar and Baroda. The series started with enlightening talk by Mr. Arup R. Dasgupta, Deputy Director, Space Application Centre, and Indian Space Research Organization. He spoke on the convergence of computer and communication technologies to enhance the content and reach of information.

This was followed by a tutorial talk by Professor T. P. Rama Rao of Indian Institute of Management, Ahmedabad on “Paradigm Shifts in Software Development” on 24th August 2002 at Baroda, one on “Value Added Services in Wireless Networks” by Mr. Hemang Pandit of Fascel Ltd. at the L. D. College of Engineering, Ahmedabad on 7th September 2002, and a talk on “Sensitivity Analysis, Probabilistic Evaluation and Monte Carlo Analysis of Transmission Line Loss” by Dr. C. S. Indulkar, Retired, HOD, Electrical Department, IIT, New Delhi on 14 September 2002. Dr. Indulkar pointed out that around 30% of IEEE literature is contributed from outside the U.S.A. Talks were also held on “Artificial Intelligence and Future Trends of Software” by Dr. H. S. Mazumdar, Scientist, Physical Research Laboratory, Ahmedabad on 21st September 2002, “Variable Frequency Drives” by Mr. S. B. Mahajani, Senior Manager, Amtech Electronics, Gandhinagar at Maharaja Sayajirao University, Vadodara on 20th October 2002, and “Digital Video Broadcast-Return Channel Via Satellite an Emerging Standard for two way Satellite Communication” by Dr. K. S. Dasgupta, Group Director,  ADCTG/SITAA, Space Applications Centre, Indian Space Research Organisation on 30th November 2002.

Two Students from the Section Mr. Shalin Shodhan of Lalbhai Dalpatbhai College of Engineering and Ms. Nidhi Shah of Nirma Institute of Technology, Ahmedabad attended the Region 10 Student meet at Singapore.
