A.1  
Executive Summary
The Hong Kong Section continues to grow healthily and manage to unite volunteers from Electrical, Electronic, Computing and Information Technology fields to provide the IEEE related services to members in the year 2002. 

2002 was a particular fruitful year as nine members in the Hong Kong domain were elected as Fellow Members starting in January 1, 2003.  It represents an international recognition of our professional achievement. IEEE Fellow grade of membership which is only given to professional with distinct contribution to his/her field and with affirmative support from the relevant societies. 
Directly or indirectly, it also assures the right direction for effort spent by the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region (HK SAR) Government in promoting development of high technology, research and academic activities in recent years. Comparing with places in this region, Hong Kong is ranked second, just right after Japan, and much better than others in securing this number of IEEE Fellowship. 
Another major event was that the IEEE President, Dr. Raymond D. Findlay, visited us and gave his Presidential Address to our members on April 1 this year.  Two conferences and five IEEE Distinguish Lectures, among a total of 58 technical activities, were organised or sponsored by our Section. Their details were posted in the respective Newsletters of the year 2002.

B.1 
Membership Development Programs
The Hong Kong Section, established in 1972, has since been expanding with membership figure of 3,479 at the end of 2002.  It recorded a marginal growth of 1% compared with that of last year.  Two new Chapters, namely, Engineering Management and Neural Network Chapters were formed in 2002 making a total of 13 Chapters in our Section. 

With the support and encouragement from the Headquarter, we continued to encourage well-deserved members to elevate themselves to become Senior Members. Many interest members expressed their lack of connection for finding appropriate referees to support their applications. As a result, an ad hoc committee was setup to facilitate them to source the support as required. 
The GOLD (Graduates Of Last Decade) Affirmative Group of our Section was approved by Regional Activity Board (RAB) to set up in 2002.  Due to resignation of the Group’s Chairman, it became inactive a while ago. However, following appointment of its new Chairman, the young energetic character of the Group would come back again.  
We entered an agreement with Four Seas Tour Ltd in May to provide members with a better quality of travel and tour related services and with special discount of prices.  Also, by affiliating with Wing Lung Bank, Section members can enjoy the free IEEE Gold VISA Card and a range of special banking services provided by Wing Lung Bank.
