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Executive Summary

IEEE Taipei Section was established in 1974. There are 4030 active members by December 31, 2002. Twenty one chapters were formed and actively functioned. Many activities were reported by these chapters. A World Wide Web site was setup in October 1997. On this web site, guests can find the updated conference information, the Section/ Chapters news, and the contact addresses of Taipei Section officers and Chapter Chairs. It also provides the function of on-line registration. All the membership data are in a database linked to this web site. For convenience, a copy of database in Chinese is maintained. Frequently section officers have meetings where ideas and plans are discussed and carried out.

One primary event in 2002 was the election of the council.  Jyuo-Min Shyu, vice president of Industrial Technology Research Institute (ITRI), was elected to be the new chairman (2003-2004) for Taipei Section.   In addition, there are 16 board directors and 5 supervisors elected.  The other important event in 2002 was that IEEE societies of EDS (Electron Devices Society) and SSCS (Solid-State Circuits Society) both achieved the IEEE annual Outstanding Chapter award. Apparently, Taiwan’s academic and technological research accomplishment on electrical and electronic domain catches the world’s eyes as well as manufacturing industries.
