(2) An initial student branch budget for the year 
(3) A list of the current student branch officers and branch counselor with contact information 
(4) A list of the top 2 to 3 student branch goals for the year 

 
Student Travel Reimbursement Policy: 
IEEE Region 3 will provide a travel stipend to offset the travel costs of Student Branches if they meet the 
following requirements: 

(1) At least two people from the student branch attend the workshop 
(2) The student branch has to travel more than 100 miles roundtrip to attend the workshop. 

Student branches that meet these three requirements are eligible for a travel stipend.  The stipend will 
cover $0.50/mile past the first 100 miles.  No reimbursement will exceed $75.
