Call for Papers:


The use of Microsoft Word for Windows 97 (or translation to Word/.doc) is required;


· manuscripts must be typed one and a half spaced (please use Times New Roman 14 point characters);  margins are 25 mm from each sheet side; references to formulae and tables should be put in round brackets, bibliographical references - in square ones; do not print page numbers;

· drawings and tables should be prepared with the aid of graphic processing software (formats .bmp, .cdr, .pcx) or drawn by black ink; they may or may not have a caption and name, but the number is required (e.g. fig.1, tab.3);

· formulae, referred to in the text, are numbered in the sequence of mention by numbers in round brackets; the formulae should be typed; for hand- written formulae use black ink;

· title is designed in the following way:

the first line is for the Universal Decimal Classification (UDC) index justified left of the text; the second line is for a paper heading printed in capital letters in the center of the text; the name(s) of author(s) (enter first, middle  initials and last name; do not quote your academic or other titles or functions)  and his precise business  address should follow on separate lines in upper and lower case letters;

· references  should be listed and numbered at the end of the paper; a heading ”References” is to be in the center of the text; a list should be of five bibliographical references maximum.

Abstract in Russian (English)

· contains the title part of the paper (without UDC-index) in Russian (English) justified left. A brief abstract of 7 lines maximum begins a new paragraph.

Information about author(s)  includes:

· full name (first name, middle initial and last name), academic or other titles or functions, addresses, telephone and fax numbers, e-mail. The author in the list should be indicated who is to be contacted with.

It should be noted that  floppy- disk  is to contain separate  files of the  paper text, each figure, each table and of

 the  abstract in Russian ( English).
