· Have a lot of information already and need to focus on other areas. 

· When joining, I misunderstood the scope of the Society. I work in elementary education, not university level. You seem to work your mission fairly well, but it was a mismatch. 

· Each year, I try some publication or membership that is not directly in my field. Your materials seem to be more heavily into electrical engineering than computer science. 

· I do not feel that the society is presently giving value for the fees charged. 

· IEEE membership is very expensive for those outside the USA, and the services to regional members are generally poor. 

· I don't take advantage of society activities 

· I've found little benefit for the cost. Primary benefit is IEEE Transactions on Education, which I already have available on-line through subscription to the IEEE Digital Library. 

· I don't have the time to read the journal--what little time I have to devote to educational reading I'd like to spend on the ASEE journal--it's a little bit more broad-based in article focus. 

· The articles of how adults learn and aiding our membership in their life long learning are not there. I do like the school curriculum changes articles. In today's world, learning is key for engineers - new topics, new formats, new software, limited travel, on line techniques. These topics are rarely addressed. I feel that the majority of the articles are not about education but "statistics and patting the writer on the back". Many articles are very vague in value and writing style as well as pompous. 

· I do not feel I get value from the Education Society. It appears to me to be heavily parachial to the US situation. I am not aware of any events or activities I can be involved in outside the US. I find few articles on Trans Educ represent modern views of the education discipline. I have found only a handful of interesting articles over the last few years. 

· I seldem receive information or messages from this society. 

· My prevalent interests are in the field of research. 

· Poor value for money 

· Education is not my primary occupation. I teach high school physics on a volunteer basis as a hobby. IEEE education society does not offer much of interest to me. 

· costs are relativelly high for membership 

· It hasn't been very useful to me. There are no conferences (at least none that I'm aware of) where I can network with fellow members. 

· Do not perceive adequate returns for money spent. 

In what ways can IEEE Education Society improve conferences to better serve you?  

· Have them in the US. Make them less expensive. 

· Include significant tutorial sessions on current tools and technologies. 

· More information. 

· FIE seems to be haphazardly organized. I am one of the Publishers who attends the meeting and I have always felt the exhibits are an afterthought. IEEE needs to do better and think about exhibit hours, number of days to have the exhibits, etc. FIE is a small show so why have such long hours/days, especially when there is no booth traffic? As an exhibitor this seems like a huge waste of time. The meeting also seems to be declining in attendance. FIE is one show that we always debate about whether or not to atttend. 

· Schedule conferences during the summer when I have a better chance of attending. FIE is apparently scheduled without regard to institutions on the quarter system (it often falls on the 9th or 10th week of the fall quarter, making it difficult to get away from classes to attend). 

· Try to avoid scheduleing conflicts with ASEE and ACM conferences 

· make them cheaper to attend 

· Reduce the cost to educators and their students! 

· To the best of mine knowldge, IEEE Educations Society is doing well to serve its membership, albeit it is true that I am attending mainly IEEE technical events sponsored by other IEEE societies (due to scarse financial resources). What I realy missed is the chance to get involved diractly into the activities of IEEE Education Society. I believe, many poeple professionals in education like me, who have considerable international experience in university education and treaning, would be willing to devote part of their time to work for the Society. So, why not not call in such people form all over the world? 

· I think the FIE conference is very useful, I have either had work conflicts or insufficient funds to attend it. I don't know if some possibility exists of offering a limited number of waived fee scholarships or not. 

· Perhaps organizing a conference in Europe 

· Suggest/provide means/guidelines for implementing regional/local conferences, which would be more tuned towards the area's specific needs, while still bringing in ideas from other regions and allowing the dissemination of local efforts. 

· A more international (=non-US) focus 

· publish the proceedings (cd or hard copy) as part of dues 

· More industry involvement. 

· FIE is an excellent conference for educators in our field. Perhaps more discussion sessions on curriculum innovation would be an improvement, because FIE is great for networking with other faculty.

· I am a contractor who has worked both independently and as a member of under-contract project teams in different IT environments. I am usually hired to design and development technical/instructional resources for internal application rollouts. Given what the environments in which I work hold in common -- i.e., applications which can at best be considered moving targets -- I would like to see a conference that addresses the change management process as it affects all of the professional disciplines with whom I interface. Ideally, I’d like such a conference to focus how such disperate entities can reach a consensus regarding implementation methodologies through a structured process. How can we possibly decrease margin for error and duplication of efforts when project team members and organizational stakeholders have without specific change management standards? In addition to the subject area I've suggested, I'd like to see those of us who self-funding be able to afford IEEE conferences. Perhaps the cost of conferences could be reduced for that portion of a target audience who, like myself, is restricted as a result of both financial and mobility issues.
