Speakers:
Sam R. Jones became the first Director of the Electric Reliability Council of Texas (ERCOT) Independent System Operator (ISO) on December 1, 1996. In March, 2000, he was appointed as the Executive Vice President and Chief Operating Officer of ERCOT. Prior to joining ERCOT, Mr. Jones was employed by the City of Austin, Texas, Electric Utility for over 35 years. During his career with the City of Austin he held engineering and management positions in the areas of distribution, transmission, substation, generation and system operations. He was responsible for the development of Austin’s first energy control center. He retired from the City of Austin as Director of Generation and Energy Control. He has been active in inter-utility reliability work for over 22 years. He is a two time past chair of the ERCOT Operating Subcommittee, the current Vice Chair of the North American Electric Reliability Council (NERC) Operating Committee and a past chair, or member, of numerous NERC and ERCOT committees and task forces. Mr. Jones has a degree in Electrical Engineering from the University of Texas at Austin and is a Registered Professional Engineer in Texas.

Presentation:
Mr. Jones will discuss the August 14, 2003 Northeast blackout.  Being Vice Chair of the NERC Operating Committee, he is directly involved in the determination of what happened and why did it happen.  He will discuss what could have been done to prevent occurrence of this event and the status of the corrective actions.  Further, being the Vice President of ERCOT, he will discuss if a similar blackout could occur in Texas and what has been implemented to prevent such occur. 

Directions to El Gallo:
From I –35:

Exit at Oltorf, turn west, and continue until S. Congress Avenue.  At S. Congress, turn left.  El Gallo is about 500 feet past the next traffic light (Cumberland), on the right.  It’s also directly across from the entrance to St. Edward’s University.

From Ben White Blvd. (US290/SH71):

Exit at S. Congress Avenue and turn north (left from 360, right from I-35).  El Gallo is about 600 feet past the next traffic light (Woodward), on the left. It’s also directly across from the entrance to St. Edward’s University.

The parking lot extends beside the building from the S. Congress, and there is lots of it.  Once you’ve entered the restaurant, turn left at the cashier’s counter into the party room.  The bar will be available to those who care to purchase a drink or beer.   In fact, there is a service window, so we don’t even have to leave the party room.  

The menu will be a choice of seven meals; selection will be done at time of ordering.  The meal includes tea or coffee, and dessert.  Our only restriction is that we must close our program by 9 PM.  For the early risers and the long drivers, this is good news!
