 Because of the accelerated use of the switch mode power supply and microprocessor based equipment, the method of providing critical power systems have undergone major changes. Issues regarding redundancy and how to achieve higher reliability will be presented and discussed. 
Directions to El Gallo:
From I –35:

Exit at Oltorf, turn west, and continue until S. Congress Avenue.  At S. Congress, turn left.  El Gallo is about 500 feet past the next traffic light (Cumberland), on the right.  It’s also directly across from the entrance to St. Edward’s University.
