What You Should Know About Breaker-Transformer Interactions to Reduce the Chance of Early Transformer Failure. Certain system configurations and operating conditions have been found to excite internal winding resonance in transformers during switching operations. Situations which lead to early failure and possible solution alternatives will be presented. The draft IEEE Guide PC57.142 will be introduced.
