Accepted submissions in the “Special Session Presentation-Only Abstracts” category will make oral presentations at the conference and be listed in the final program, but will not appear in IEEE Xplore.
A. Content and Submission Guideline
The abstract should include introduction, objectives, methods, results, conclusion, and references of your work. Please summarize your contribution in as much detail as allowed by the two-page limitation. It is very important to include supporting data in the forms of tables, charts, and figures in the abstract. Abstracts submitted without supporting data will not be accepted. The abstract must be submitted in PDF format via ras.papercept.net. In the final submission, authors of accepted abstracts should prepare a summery slide in a PowerPoint file to appear in the conference digest. At least one author of an accepted abstract will have to register at the conference in order to submit the final summery slide. Accepted abstracts will be presented orally in the conference. B. Page Layout and Text Font
The abstract is limited to two pages. Your paper must use a page size corresponding to A4 which is 210 mm (8.27") wide and 297 mm (11.69") long.  The margins must be set according to this template. All paragraphs must be indented.  All paragraphs must be justified, i.e. both left-justified and right-justified. The entire document should be in Times New Roman or Times font. The font size is 10 pt. 
C. Figures and Tables

Place figures and tables at the end of the abstract. Figures and tables must be centered in the column. Large figures and tables may span across both columns. Figure captions should be below the figures; table heads should appear above the tables. Figures and tables should be numbered.
