Minutes:









Attendees were Stan Klein, John Provanzana, Jim McConnach, Doug Logan, Fernando Alvarado, Keith Gray, and Joe Koepfinger.  A more extensive membership list is attached..

The meeting was called to order at approximately 11:00 am EST by Chairman, Doug Logan.

1. Introductions

2. Minutes:  from February 5, 2004 reviewed, revised and accepted..

3. Secretary:  Dr. Ahmed Zobaa was named Secretary, and Phil Hopkinson agreed to act as backup Secretary to help when Dr. Zobaa is not available.

4. Discussion of Wind and Photovoltaics:  Dr. Zobaa volunteered and was requested to update material on Wind and Photovoltaics.  He agreed and will post it on the PDCC Website.  The issues are economics, and stability.  Stability can be fixed with synchronous machines and/or dc with inverters.  Jim McConnach will work with Ahmed to attach as references.

5. E-mail List Of PDCC Members:  Ahmed volunteered to maintain a list of the active PDCC members and to work with Paulette Payne to allow easy posting of draft documents.

6. Bibliography:  Ahmed will bring a revised proposal to the next meeting, in Denver.

7. Statements –Jim McConnach-Energy and Environment:  Review of his draft statement

a. Change energy diversity to fuel mix  

b. Fernando Alvarado to work on definition of fuel mix

c. Stan Klein indicated that coal resources are being depleted faster than thought and becoming unavailable.

d. Nuclear energy to be added in spite of waste disposal issues.  Jim Fancher answered by indicating that waste disposal can be solved by reprocessing.  There is, however the other issue of nuclear non-proliferation.  New Nuclear Power Plants will be built using the latest Westinghouse Technology.

e. Stan Klein proposed that we add Life Cycle Costs to all options.  It was pointed out that some of the costs are difficult to quantify.

f. John Provanzana proposed that we mention energy storage.  There is a conference May 19-20 in Columbus, Ohio, hosted by AEP.

g. Stan Klein proposed that we add Geothermal, and indicated that there is 1000 years of supply.  

h. Jim McConnach will issue his draft version of the revised statement and ask each member to use “Track Changes” for returned comments.

i. Phil Hopkinson proposed that we encourage development of as many sources of energy as are economically, abundantly, and environmentally viable.  He also indicated that we need to encourage upgrades for the Transmission System.  He finally proposed that we need to encourage energy efficiency all along the chain.  Action:  Phil was asked to convert his proposal to one page for the next meeting.

j. We also discussed economies of scale:  large generators vs. small.

k. John Provanzana indicated that the new GE Windfarm generators have a capacity of 100-150 MW, provide dc-ac inversion, and at 35% of capacity can deliver energy at 4.5 to 5.5 cents/kWH.
