2. Minutes  from the June 9, 2004, meeting and October 21, 2004, teleconference were reviewed and approved..

3. PDCC O&P Manual:  
a. Jim McConnach is now the TCPC representative for PDCC.
b. The O&P manual needs additional material for technical activities. Doug Logan will draft and distribute for review.

4. Energy-Environmental Policy Statement:  Comments have been received from Relay Committee, Batteries Committee, NPEC, and EDCC. 
There was much discussion of concerns raised by NPEC, particularly related to NPEC’s concern that the current draft overplays issues regarding public acceptance of nuclear power.
There was also discussion of procedural issues. The next step is for PDCC to submit the statement to TC.  If TC approves the statement, it will then go to the PES Governing Board, with a copy to IEEE-USA.

Motion: To approve and submit the proposed statement (revision 9) to the Technical Council for review and action. Passed, with one dissenting vote. The transmittal to TC will indicate the dissent of NPEC.
