Environmental / Energy Policy Statement

· A draft statement on global warming by Phil Hopkinson

· Statements on global climate change and renewables by AEP

· A revision of Phil Hopkinson’s global warming statement by Jim McConnach

The discussion covered:

· The status of federal energy legislation and key issues

· The success or failure of market forces in achieving energy independence

· The need to restore R&D funding for public benefit

· Goals for reducing the share of fossil fuels in the generation mix

· The Committee’s role

· Pursuing a “no regrets” policy

· The dependence of the world standard of living on energy

· The need to consider priorities in setting energy/environment policy

The Committee agreed to continue working on a high-level energy policy statement and an environmental statement.

Operation and Procedures Manual

The PDCC O&P Manual, last revised January 2002, needs to be updated. The updating will include conforming the manual to the Technical Council O&P Manual, replacing the section on standards development with a new section on policy statements, eliminating the section on technical paper review, and replacing Annexes C and D with references to similar material available on the PES website.
