Minutes:









Attendees were Doug Logan, Joe Koepfinger, John Provanzana, Jack Carter, Jim McConnach, Fernando Alvarado, Peter Donalek, Stan Klein, Keith Gray, Frances Cleveland, and Phil Hopkinson.  A more extensive membership list is attached..

Chairman, Doug Logan, called the meeting to order at approximately 10:00 am EST.

1. Introductions

2. Minutes:  from April 15, 2004 reviewed, revised and accepted.  The membership list will be updated.

3. Secretary:  Dr. Ahmed Zobaa, the official PDCC Secretary is still suffering with phone maladies.  In his absence,  Phil Hopkinson acted as backup Secretary.

4. Liaison Report:  Fernando Alvarado spoke of IEEE USA’s Energy Policy Committee.  He, Jim Fancher, Stan Klein, and Phil Hopkinson are members of both.  Inputs, coordination, effectiveness, and timeliness are some of the issues.  Fernando will send issues to Doug Logan for posting on the PDCC website.  One is the “Principles for a restructured power industry”.  We also need to prepare policy recommendations.  Fernando would like us to have dialogue with other technical committees.

5. Liaison Report:  Peter Donalek spoke about the panel sessions on the April 14, 2002 Black-out Investigations.  Peter indicated that the Power System Dynamic Performance Committee was planning to write up the findings and recommendations.  Peter Donalek was asked for a one-page summary for submission to the PDCC.  He agreed. 

6. Liaison Report:  Stan Klein spoke of Communications Policy.  He indicated that Broadband over power lines has interference issues.  He wants our committee to focus on Gigabit communication to homes.  Cable and DSL are merely legacy systems.  We may need optical fiber to make it happen.  Stan will draft a one page Position Statement.

7. Jim McConnach addressed Principles for Electric Deregulation:  Need someone from T&D, Power Systems Operations, and other committees.

8. Scope:  Phil Hopkinson indicated that our mission is to address broad commercial issues that have large technical considerations.  Much discussion, but no changes offered.

9. Environmental Statement:  We are looking for hard facts on the energy reserves, and may have difficulty getting many.  The discussion quickly moved to biomass and pig manure.  Chicken manure came next!  Jim McConnach agreed to draft a statement on Research needs for energy source development.   

10. Renewables Working Group- Wind and Photovoltaics:  It was stated that Dr. Zobaa’s statements on renewable energy are out of date and are using data from the early 1990’s.  Stan Klein and John Provanzana believe that wind generation can be sold profitably for 4 cents/kWH. This is clearly a major improvement in economics.  Frances Cleveland indicated that new photovoltaic cells are on the horizon, able to achieve an electrical efficiency of 37%, compared to 11% today, and 18% for solar-thermal today.  All are encouraged to quickly provide comments to Ahmed Zobaa with the goal of having approved Position Statements by year-end. Stan Klein, Doug Logan, Jim Fancher, Frances Cleveland and Ahmed Zobaa will be members of the working group.

11. Bibliobraphy Working Group:  The draft statement was issued by Ahmed Zobaa on June 6.  Immediate corrections were offered for the Scope statement.  Replace Politics with Policy, and replace Pricing with Strategy.  Also delete bullets 1-2-and 3.  Approved as amended.  Doug Logan asked for volunteers to work on the working group.  None identified at the meeting.

12. E-mail List Of PDCC Members:  Ahmed maintains a list of the active PDCC members and it is posted on the website.
