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Minutes






Attendees were Doug Logan (chair), Jim McConnach (vice chair), Ahmed Zobaa (secretary), Fernando Alvarado, John Carter, Peter Donalek, Jim Fitzgerald, Jeff Hein, Phil Hopkinson, Harold Kirkham, Chen-Ching Liu, Jeffrey Nelson, John Newbury, H. Jin Sim, Philip Winston.
Doug Logan, called the meeting to order at approximately 9:00 am PDT.

1. Introductions

2. Minutes  from previous meeting were not available and were not addressed.

3. IEEE-USA Energy Policy Committee:  Fernando Alvarado reported the following:

a. EPC is monitoring legislative activity, especially the Energy Policy Act of 2005, then nearing final approval, which includes reliability language that EPC supports.
b. EPC participated in a panel session at a FERC technical conference in March 2005 on reactive power. 

c. EPC cosponsored a conference on energy security as part of its effort to facilitate a dialog with the legislative branch. Additionally, PES sponsored a conference for congressional staff on technical issues.
d. IEEE-USA is in the process of revising every policy statement that is more than two years old. (Statements automatically sunset after three years.) PDCC has an opportunity to contribute by endorsing statements, developing new statements, or providing background.
Phil Hopkinson asked whether IEEE-USA could disseminate the PDCC’s Energy-Environmental Policy Statement without action by the Technical Council. Fernando Alvarado suggested that the proposed statement be submited to the EPC for review and comment. Harold Kirkham urged against bypassing the TC.

Peter Donalek asked what could be done with the blackout paper. Fernando Alvarado suggested publishing it as a committee paper; then IEEE-USA could endorse it or disseminate it as background material. Later in the meeting, Peter Donalek announced that the PSDP Committee will do so.
4. TC Meeting: Doug Logan reported that the Technical Council took no action on the proposed Energy-Environmental Policy Statement submitted by PDCC. The statement will go to TC members for a 60-day review and ballotting process.
5. Energy-Environmental Policy Statement:  There was much discussion regarding what to do next.
Motion by Phil Hopkinson: To send the proposed statement to IEEE-USA as it now stands. In favor: 4; Opposed: 7. Failed.
Motion by Phil Winston: To ask TC to shorten the review and balloting process to 30 days. Withdrawn.
There was general consensus to the following:
· Allow the 60-day TC review and balloting process to proceed.

· Request a formal ballot comment process, including a spreadsheet for submitting comments.

· Include a paragraph in the statement clarifying its  scope.

· Committee chairs should have discretion regarding how to determine whether the statement is acceptable to their committees.
· Ensure participation of everyone on TC.

Harold Kirkham volunteered to subject the statement to severe editing. (After adjournment, various officers and members decided to let Harold Kirkham edit the statement before forwarding it on to TC for review and balloting.)
6 Additional Items: 
· Doug Logan will follow-up with committee chairs where there is no PDCC representative.
· Ahmed Zobaa will investigate how PDCC might utilize the Power & Energy Virtual Community.
7 Next Meeting: Around September 15.
