Minutes

Attendees were Doug Logan, Jim McConnach, Ahmed Zobaa, John Disosway, Jeff Lamarca (Battery), John Carter, Philip Winston (Relay), Jim Fitzgerald (ICC), Jeffrey Nelson (Switchgear), Chen-Ching Liu (PSACE), Peter Donalek (Dynamic Performance), Fernando Alvarado and Phil Hopkinson.  

Chairman, Doug Logan, called the meeting to order at approximately 10:00 am EDT.

1. Introductions

2. Minutes:  from previous meeting were not available and were not addressed.

3. Secretary:  Dr. Ahmed Zobaa, the official PDCC Secretary, was able to attend only the first part of the meeting.  In his absence, Phil Hopkinson acted as backup Secretary.

4. TC Meeting: Jim McConnach reported that proposed revisions to the TCOP manual  were approved by the Technical Council (TC) of PES at their June 20 meeting. (Jim attended the meeting for Doug Logan). The changes related to: model procedures for standards; changes in the standards process; appointment of representatives to the Standards Coordinating Committee (SCC); and subcommittee scope changes can now be approved by the main committee. As vice chair of PDCC, it is Jim’s responsibility to review how these changes may affect the PDCC Operations Manual.

Jim noted that John Disosway will be Secretary of TC in 2007. Paula Traynor succeeds Keith Gray as Chair, and Rick Taylor will be Vice Chair.

Regarding the request for Committees to appoint representatives to the new   Technical Council Advisory Board (TCAB), it was decided that PDCC being a coordinating  committee it was not necessary to have a representative. As a number of members of PDCC are also members of TC it was already well represented. 

Jim also noted that a new Wind Generation Coordinating Committee had been formed, chaired by Dick Piwko of GE.                                  

5. Procedures For Adoption Of a Policy:  

a. Proposals may originate from TC, PDCC, A Technical Committee, or the Board Of Governors

b. Informal group develops abstract.

c. PDCC approves the abstract.

d. Seek approval of abstract by TC.

e. Working Group, assigned by PDCC, develops draft document.

f. Circulate draft to the PDCC.

g. Comments returned to Working Groups using IEC format.

h. Working Group reviews comments.

i. Approval by PDCC and submission to TC.

j. New comments recycled leading to approval by TC

k. Document submitted to Board Of Governors for next action.

Jim McConnach undertook to include the procedure for developing  policy statements in the PDCC Operations Manual. 

6 Comments on Policy Statement on Energy & Environment. Jim McConnach reported that the status of the policy statement was reported and discussed at the June 20 TC meeting. TC gave direction that the comment period on the draft policy statement be closed and PDCC should now agree on the disposition of comments received, revise the document accordingly, and submit it to Technical Council for balloting The committee reviewed comments submitted  and determined the disposition of each. Jim McConnach to finish incorporation of comments and send redlined copy to PDCC and simultaneously send copy to the TC.
