Purpose and Criteria  


The purpose of the IEEE New York Section Distinguished Service Award is to honor an IEEE New York Section member who has made contributions of exceptional distinction that are a model for other members to emulate.  The contributions shall be visible, definable, significant, sustained, and includes service to the section, industry, profession or community. 


A Special Awards Subcommittee has the sole responsibility to compose the citation associated with the award. 

Type of Award 


The IEEE New York Section Distinguished Service Award shall consist of a suitable plaque, typically 7 by 10 inches, engraved with the text shown below.

Qualifications for Nomination 


Any IEEE New York Section member of good standing and of Member Grade or above, is eligible for the New York Section Distinguished Service Award.  


A nomination shall contain the following information regarding the nominee: Name, Profession, IEEE membership number and grade, Home address, Company affiliation, Company address, Home and business telephone number, Educational background, Professional activities, Activities in IEEE and other societies, Honors and awards, Career 

resume, Achievements pertinent to the proposed award, Published papers, articles, books, Patents, as well as the Suggested Wording of the Citation.   

Evaluation Criteria 


The Special Awards Subcommittee has the sole responsibility to evaluate a candidate's accomplishments, selects and recommends one awardee to the Executive Committee of the IEEE New York Section.  The Executive Committee confirms the selection. 

Awarding Committee 


The Special Awards Subcommittee shall consist of the following members of the Executive Committee of the New York Section: 


Current Chairman of Awards and Appointments. 

Current Section Chairman, 

Junior Past Section Chairman, and 

Senior Past Section Chairman 


The awarding committee serves from July 1st to June 30th of each administrative year.  Three of its members must concur in recommending an award.  

Time Table for Nominations and Awards 


Awards shall be presented at the annual Election Night Dinner (typically the last week of April), unless the Section Executive Committee decides differently.  The selection of an awardee shall be completed by January 1st of the same year.  Nominations of candidates for the award shall have reached the awarding committee by October 31 the previous year. 

Expenses 


The New York Section shall pay for the plaque, the dinner for the awardee and one guest at the award dinner, as well as traveling and hotel expenses for the awardee up to a maximum of two hundred and fifty dollars. 
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
