Ad hoc wireless sensor networks, the IEEE Computer Oct 2008 cover article, is an exciting new technology and the focus of Kevin Lillis’ recent PhD research.

These dynamic networks lack any fixed infrastructure, and nodes can appear or disappear without warning.   Small, mobile sensing devices can be collared on zebras to study herding behavior and habitat, imbedded in vehicles to monitor traffic, or scattered in a forest to track fire outbreaks.  Kevin’s presentation will provide a glimpse of their distinctive networking challenges and their promise for application in a variety of settings.
