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Abstract

In 2002, the US Department of Energy, with its National Renewable Energy Laboratory, sponsored the Solar Decathlon competition, which drew its name from the familiar Olympic decathlon event in which participants compete in ten different contests.  Fourteen universities from the United States and Puerto Rico participated in this contest to design, build, and operate an efficient solar-powered home.  All homes had to be designed and constructed for transportation to Washington, D.C. for set up in a solar village on the National Mall. The presentation will provide an overview of the competition and design details on the Auburn University entry in the contest.

R. Mark Nelms is a Professor in the Department of Electrical & Computer Engineering at Auburn University.  He received the B.E.E. and M.S. degrees from Auburn University in 1980 and 1982, respectively, and the Ph.D. from Virginia Polytechnic Institute and State University in 1987. He is a registered Professional Engineer in the State of Alabama and was one of the faculty advisors for the AU student team for the Solar Decathlon.
