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2003 REPORT OF THE BAHIA NORTHEAST1
Main accomplishments during 2003: 

· A significant increase in the number of chapter activities (12 in four months, including technical, educational, social and directed to students meetings). 
· Activities covering the areas of interest of the chapter members 
· Activities being held in two different cities separated by 240 km. They were organized together with the Universidade Federal de Campina Grande, in Campina Grande, State of Paraiba, and the Universidade Federal de Pernambuco and Companhia Hidroelétrica do São Francisco (CHESF), in Recife, State of Pernambuco. 
· Board balanced with members of both cities. Among them the chapter chair, treasurer and secretary are in Campina Grande, and the Vice Chair and a vice-secretary are in Recife. The chair were present in all activities (except one) and is in constant personal contact with the officers in both cities. An intensive interaction with officers and members is accomplished via e-mail - effective and of low cost.

A detailed description of activities is given next:
1. Technical Program
Eight (8) technical meetings with speeches given by DL and Guest Speakers were held (against 3 in 2002). They have been all on topics of interest of its members.
