Student member team had conducted three events in the School,

1. Debate

2. Story telling

3. Skipping (Physical Activity)

Event: 1. Debate 

The students of the School were divided into two teams to Debate on “Are Women better mangers then Men”. They two teams actively argued on the topic. The team in favour of the topic gave examples of Women achievers saying that women are multi taskers which makes them better managers than men. While the opposite team spoke on social barriers which does not let women come out of their boundaries which does not encourage to manage different jobs.
