The Survivability Integration Laboratory (SIL) is a facility that incorporates digital computer models in a synthetic environment, EW hardware-in-the-loop, and human in-the-loop input with distributed interactive simulation.
Satellite Communications R&D Facility:
You will be shown the variety of satellite earth stations (UHF, X, Ku and Ka band) at DSTO and tour the control room where DSTO carries out most of its SATCOM R&D program. The control room houses the baseband equipment (IF switches, modems and data interface equipment) and facility control environment which has been specially developed to allow automated test and measurement procedures to be rapidly developed in Matlab.

To conduct hardware-in-the-loop (HWIL) simulations of weapon guidance systems to gain a better understanding of their performance for the purpose of assessing capability limitations and developing and validating tactics to enhance operational effectiveness.
